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Login and click on the ‘Journal’ tab:

You will see that there are two sections:
1. My goals and inquiries (these will provide a focus for the year or across years)
2. Reflections (these are ongoing and provide evidence of you working towards those goals or an inquiry)
How do I add a goal or inquiry?
Click on the ‘New Goal / Inquiry’ tab
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Record your goal or inquiry in the window that appears and save.
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The program will default back to the home window and you will be able to view the goal / inquiry and develop a plan. Here is where you can use the iSmart model:

iSMART Goal scaffold:

By........ (timeframe)
I am/have........ (changed practice)
So that........ (student outcomes/benefits)
Two to three goals per year are ample (one linked to your teaching as inquiry and one to two departmental or school goals).
Now that this goal / inquiry is recorded, when you complete a new reflection, you will have the option of tagging it if that reflection relates to that goal, in the same way to can tag PTCs, Tataiako and Key Competencies that reflection relates to.
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How do I add a reflection?
A reflection is where you can record evidence of the changes to your practice and the impact those changes have made on learners. You can also record and upload any evidence of you working towards your goals and inquiry. If you complete any professional readings or learning, this is where you can record your learnings and what your ‘next steps’ are in the light of that learning. You can also add any reflections you write as a result of student surveys and feedback and from any observations and follow up conversations you have about that observation.
Click onto journal to add / edit reflections and goals:
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: see everything you have done
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: add a new reflection

For a new reflection: 
· Create a title (it’s useful to frame the title as a question), possibly even related to a PTC or a goal of yours.
· The space where you write your reflection now has a scaffold of three questions that are useful if the reflection is based in something that stems from your classroom practice.
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· If your reflection is based on professional learning, then your reflection will be structured differently. You may want to outline what you learned, then reflect on your next steps. How will you embed what you have learned into your practice? In other words, what will you do differently as a result of this new learning? 
· When writing any reflection, the ‘so what?’ question is what is critical. This is where you explore the impact of whatever you are reflecting about on your teaching and your learners.  A follow up reflection is possible for any reflection. You can ‘edit’ a reflection and explore what the outcomes of that deliberate action were for your learners (engagement, behaviour, or achievement).
Before you save: 
· Click “Add Files” to add files and follow the prompts (note: you need to give the file a name)
· Select who you want to see the reflection. If you have shared your journal with multiple people, but only want one person to see it, you have that option
· Select the goal it relates to (it may not relate to any goal)
· Select the Practising Teacher Criteria and Tataiako it relates to.
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Other handy tips:

How can I view what PTCs I have covered?[image: ]
By “Viewing all reflections” you can use the red buttons to select specific reflections, depending on what you want to see. The ‘Reflection Breakdown’ button allows you to get a summary of which PTCs you have evidence for. 
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How can I print my reflections? 
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If you are within a single reflection, you can click “Print Reflection” to print that reflection and then you can print a paper copy or print to PDF to send to someone by email.

How can I edit my reflections? 
You can edit a previous reflection by clicking edit in blue and then adding extra detail or a follow up reflection. This is what you can do for your PLG / inquiry. Alternatively, you can create new reflections for each session and connect them by linking to the overall goal.
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How can I share my reflections? 
To share with someone new select the person and click share. The same goes for stopping sharing. [image: ]
